A VIR_TEACH online survey was designed to detect current weak aspects of foreign language 
teacher training and to implement positive measures for the advancement of teacher 
education in Europe. In particular, this survey sought to: collect comparative data, build 
consensusduringthe project, �x potentialissues, improve methodological approaches, 
materials and resources, prioritise intellectual outputs,contents and events’ main topics. The 
VIRTEACH Survey was launched in November 2019 and it was open for 3 weeks. It reached
a total of 508 participants from di�erent gender, ages, countries of residence and pro�les, 
which ensured the heterogeneity of the sample. Responses were given by the main 
stakeholders of the project.
